Agriculture and rural residential areas are intended to accommodate crop and livestock farming, timbering, low-
intensity institutional uses, single-family homes, parks, and agriculture-related businesses that generate minimal
traffic, do not require sewer service, and maintain a low building-to-land ratio. Residential lots should generally
be at least one acre, with agricultural parcels spanning multiple acres. Most properties are accessed via existing
roads, and a low level of road connectivity is acceptable to preserve rural character.
